If you are unable to attend – a phone 
call will be arranged to discuss the items of the meeting.

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General Itinerary – Belize 

Day 1: Arrivals - Belize City International Airport (Monday, January 10th, 
2010) 

Pickup group at Airport!  No rest for the weary – we head to the Cayo District – an 
approximately 3 hour drive.   Please arrange to be at the International Airport by 2 
pm on start date. 

Lodging:  duPlooy’s Jungle Lodge 

(Meals:  D) 

Day 2 – 4:  Cayo – Tikal, Caves and Mountain Walks 

We will be doing jungle walks as well as making an excursion into Guatemala to visit 
Tikal – one of the largest Mayan Ruins sites in all of Central America.  We will also be 
visiting ancient caves where we will see Mayan artifacts.   We will have dinner out on 
one evening to experience the town of San Ignacio.  There are optional activities 
available here – we will make every effort to accommodate those wanting to 
participate. 

Lodging:  duPlooy’s Jungle Lodge 

(Meals:  3 B; 3 L; 2 D) 

Day 5 - 6:  South Coast – Mayan Education and Placencia 

We make our way to our South Coast base in Dangriga where we will spend the night 
on the sea side.  We will do a day trip to Maya Centre where we will be doing a 
cultural and medicinal tour as well as visiting Cockscomb Wildlife Preserve.  We will 
also make a side-trip to Placencia to walk the narrow sidewalks and have a dinner 
out. 

Lodging:  Pelican Beach Resort 

(Meals:  2 B; 2 L; 1 D) 
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Day 7 – 9:  Glovers Reef – Kayaking, Snorkeling and Sailing 

We will make our way to Glovers Reef Atoll to spend 2 nights on an island.  Here we 
will kayak and snorkel and if the winds are good maybe get in a sail.  This is tropical 
paradise!  The atoll is 40 miles off the coast so we will be boated out!  For those with 
Dive certification – here is an opportunity for you to do 1 or 2 dives (maybe even a 
night one). 

Lodging:  Glovers Reef – Cots set on a platform inside a large canvas tent 

(Meals:  3 B; 3 L; 3 D) 

Day 10 – 11:  Caves Branch – Cave Tubing, Jungle Walks, etc. 

Back inland to explore the jungles and caves of Belize.  We will be based at Caves 
Branch Adventure Lodge where depending on the weather and conditions, we will be 
doing full day activities including:  Cave River Tubing and exploration; River 
Kayaking and/or Jungle Survival Expedition. 

Lodging:  Caves Branch Jungle Lodge 

(Meals:  2 B; 2 L; 2 D) 

Day 12 - 14:  Caye Caulker:  More Coastal Fun 

We will finish our trip on the laid back island of Caye Caulker.  We will have a full day 
trip on a sailboat snorkeling at the Hol-Chan Marine Reserve where we will hopefully 
swim with sharks, manta rays and sea turtles.  This will also be an opportunity for 
people to pack in some extra adventure such as diving or yoga!  There will be a free 
day here for you to do as you see fit (a trip to San Pedro; Rent a bike; go for a dive; 
or just working on that tan to make your friends and family jealous).  Our 
accommodations in Caye Caulker do not offer a meal plan – they do offer coffee and 
buns every morning.   

Lodging:  Seaside Cabanas 

(Meals:  3 B; 1 L) 

Day 15:  Departure:  Say it isn’t so! 

It’s time to go home!  The return trip to the airport HAS NOT been included in your 
cost.  This is to accommodate those wishing to continue their trip in Belize and to 
accommodate the various routes back to the airport.  For those opting to fly directly 
from Caye Caulker to the International Airport – an additional $75 can be charged to 
accommodate this flight.  It would be significantly cheaper to take the Water Taxi 
followed by taking a taxi to the airport however, it will take a bit longer and you 
don’t get a nice view from a small plane.
